LEVEL  3 COURSES (AS/A2) 
The A-Level is a two-year course and is 
divided into two sections.  During year 12 
students will take an examination in 
January and June on the modules they 
have studied in each subject and will 
achieve an AS Level grade. The AS 
Level is worth half a full A Level. 
 

In Year 13 (the second year of the 
course) students will go on to study the 
remaining half of the course, taking an 
examinations in January and June.  
These examinations are called  A2.  
 

With an AS and an A2 in a subject, a 
student has a complete A Level.  The 
final grade is based on the total marks 
gained from both the AS and the A2. 
 
We encourage those students opting for 
A levels to take 4. 
 

To study an A level 
you need a higher 
level pass at 
GCSE A*-C in that 
subject or one 
related to it. It is 
preferred by a lot 
of subjects that 
you achieve a 
grade B to give 
yourself the best 
chance of success. 
 
If you wish to take

suggest that you 
need 5 or more 
GCSE subjects 
with grade C or

LEVEL  3 COURSES  
Sports and Active Leisure Diploma 
This is a new course that will start in 
Sept 2010. It will be delivered in 
Partnership with Worthing College and 
will give you the benefit of experiencing 
life in a 6th form College as well as our 
own 6th form centre. The Diploma is a 
blend of theory, work experience and 
project work. It takes 2 years and is 
worth 3.5 A levels. It is aimed at students 
who wish to work in the sport and leisure 
industry or who wish to follow a sport 
related degree.
